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USA Triathlon Athletes’ Advisory Council and Athlete Directors 2010 Call for Nominations

Basic elements:

1. There are four open seats on the Athletes’ Advisory Council (AAC), and two open seats for Athlete Directors on the USAT Board of Directors.  Athlete Directors automatically serve as members of the AAC.
2. Terms: the terms for Athlete Directors are two years.  The terms for the AAC seats are generally two years, but for this election only the top two eligible AAC vote-earners will serve two years and the next two eligible vote-earners will serve one year.  This is to create staggered terms, improve the continuity of experience on the AAC, and prevent the majority of the AAC from being first-time representatives.
3. A candidate may be on the ballot for the Athlete Director position or the AAC, but not both at the same time.
4. In order to be placed on the ballot and vote in this election you must be a member in good standing of USA Triathlon by 7-15-2010 11:59 pm Central Time. To become a member please go to www.usatmembership.com    
5. Eligible voters: a person who is eligible to run for a position is eligible to vote for the candidates in that position.
(a) Eligible Candidates: 

Nominations for Athlete Directors. All persons meeting the standards of USOC Bylaw Section 8.8.2, and the following requirements shall be included on the ballot for the post of Athlete Director. Candidates not meeting all standards and requirements will not be placed on the ballot. 
1. Incumbents. Any incumbent who is still a member in good standing of the federation and who is not subject to term limits shall be placed upon the ballot provided he/she submits the information required below by the date nominations close. 
2. Non-incumbents. An Eligible Member of the Elite Pool and member in good standing of the federation who is also a citizen of the United States may submit a petition for his or her nomination to the Athlete Directors post. The petition shall include the following: 
(a) The name, complete address, day and evening phone numbers, e-mail address, and annual membership number of the nominee. 
(b) A written description of the nominee and his or her platform; the description shall not exceed 500 words.
(c) A passport-type photo of the nominee. 
(d) One other photo of the nominee’s choice (optional).

Nominations for AAC members.  All persons who are members of the Elite Pool and meet the following requirements shall be included on the ballot for the post of Athletes’ Advisory Council member. Candidates not meeting all standards and requirements will not be placed on the ballot. 
3. Incumbents. Any incumbent who is still a member in good standing of the federation and who is not subject to term limits shall be placed upon the ballot provided he/she submits the information required below by the date nominations close. 
4. Non-incumbents. An Eligible Member of the Elite Pool and member in good standing of the federation who is also a citizen of the United States may submit a petition for his or her nomination to the Athlete Advisory Council post. The petition shall include the following: 
(e) The name, complete address, day and evening phone numbers, e-mail address, and annual membership number of the nominee. 
(f) A written description of the nominee and his or her platform; the description shall not exceed 500 words.
(g) A passport-type photo of the nominee.
(h) One other photo of the nominee’s choice (optional).

Petitions and candidate information must be received by USA Triathlon by August 1, 2010, 11:59 pm Central Time.
